
Sir Roy McNulty CBE has been Chairman of the Civil Aviation Authority since 2001. 

Previously, he was Chairman of National Air Traffic Services (NATS) from 1999 to 2001and, prior to that, Chief Executive and Chairman of Shorts Brothers plc, the Belfast-based aerospace company. He was appointed President of Bombardier Aerospace Belfast having led the Company through the privatisation process and acquisition by Bombardier Inc.

He is also Deputy Chairman of the UK Olympics Committee for the 2012 Games to be held in London.

Recently he has taken on Chairmanship of the ILEX urban regeneration company for Derry City

Sir Roy has also been President of the Society of British Aerospace Companies (1993-1994) and Chairman of the Department of Trade and Industry Aviation Committee (1995-1998).
